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WHY SHOULD YOU HAVE A DEFIBRILLATOR (AED ) IN YOUR OFFICE?

It might save your life or your patient’s. If it is exhibited it can be one of most important ways to
show your patients you care. What a practice builder! Need convincing? Read on.

ADI member Goodman, 68, (pictured left), suffered a severe heart attack on Dec. 15, seconds
after his weekly tennis match at the Heritage Tennis Center in Arlington Heights. A week earlier
he had passed his yearly physical with flying colors. "Maybe | felt a little heaviness in my chest
but nothing unusual," he said. "l was told | walked into the changing room. | don't remember
doing that."

In the locker room, Goodman's heart stopped and he slumped to floor. When the club's
assistant, Rob Laue heard someone yell, "Call 911" he grabbed the defibrillator off the wall
and ran into the locker room. Dr. Goodman was lying on his back and not breathing. Laue hooked up the defibrillator's pads to
Goodman's chest |, pressed the shock button and then gave Goodman 30 chest compressions before the paramedics arrived and
took over. Later, doctors told Goodman one of his arteries was completely blocked. After undergoing surgery he spent four days re-
covering at Northwest Community Hospital in Arlington Heights. He has been able to return to work.

In 2004 lllinois passed a state law requiring defibrillators - machines that measure a person's heartbeat and, if necessary, shock
the heart back into a healthy rhythm - be installed at all fithess facilities.

Dr. Gilbert Sita, chief of Northwest Community Hospital's cardiology department, said defibrillators are critical. After a heart attack,
brain damage can occur when the heart stops or has an irregular beat for an extended period. Defibrillators also save brain func-
tion.

Manual defibrillators work by giving the heart a controlled electric shock, forcing all the heart muscles to contract at once and, ide-
ally, jolting it back into a regular rhythm, according to the American Red Cross.

Historically, only trained medical professionals were able to interpret the heart rhythms on manual defibrillator devices. However,
today's automated external defibrillators - like the one Laue used - have embedded computer chips that analyze heart rhythms in-
stantly and accurately, making it possible for nonmedical professionals to administer the same vital service without risking an acci-
dental shock.

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From the Desk of the ADI President

| am delighted to have this opportunity to
make contact with the Fellows of the USA
Section through the USA Newsletter. How-
ever | am also looking forward to meeting
with many of you in person, at the Convo-
cation of the Academy in Honolulu, Hawaii
in late September 2009. This Convocation
will mark the thirty-fifth anniversary of the
Academy since its inception and it is with
pride that we as Fellows are able to reflect
upon its achievements since then.

From its beginnings within the USA, ADl is
now a truly global entity which draws its
Fellows from many distinguished mem-
bers of the profession worldwide. Through
the input of its Fellows and the coordina-
tion of its Officers, the Academy has been
able to launch a number of projects rang-
ing from education through to humanitar-
ian aid for those who are in need. The
latter process forms the primary thrust
provided by the AD| Foundation, under the
able chairmanship of ADI Past-President,
Dr Don Brown. Through the Foundation
and the efforts of a number of dedicated
people within the profession, the Academy
continues to provide support for those in
need and a brief review of the small pam-
phlet enclosed with the latest edition of
the International Communicator highlights
some of these.

One of the issues which have exercised
the minds of the Officers of the Academy
in recent years is that of communication.
We live in a world where continuing and
lucid communication is not only useful,
but it is expected. |n addition to the mate-
rial which is available on the AD| ‘web”
page, it has been considered by members
of the Board of Regents that a more per-
sonal (and permanent) coverage of events
accrues from the provision of regular
Newsletters such as this one. Further, as
we now live in a world where colour repro-
duction is available, it seems to be sensi-
ble to use it to good effect. Hence many of
our Sections throughout the world (such
as this one), have now found a way in
which to upgrade their Newsletters by
incorporating colour within each publica-
tion. | am sure that the recent edition of
the International Communicator has not
gone un-noticed in this respect.

The Academy has undergone substantial
change in recent years, whilst maintaining
its base within the USA as the hub of its
activities. To highlight this, although from
its inception the governing body of ADI
(the International Board of Regents) has
been composed of members who reflect

undertaken an expansion within the conti-
nent of Europe. Significantly, the previous
single “European Section” was found to be
inadequate to cover such a vast area since
the relocation of European borders in the
early 1990s. Accordingly, Europe may now
be considered to extend from the British
Isles to Russia and the many new coun-
tries which had formed the previously
known Soviet Union (from west to east)
and from the Nordic countries to the Medi-
terranean Sea (from north to south). The
countries which now comprise what may
be considered to be “greater” Europe pro-
vide a population of almost one billion
people.

At the Annual World Dental Congress of the
FDI which took place in Stockholm in
2008, President Sue Bishop presided over
the Meeting of the International Board of
Regents, where four new Regents were
confirmed to represent the new Sections of
ADI within Europe. These are: British Isles
(Regent, Dr Peter Swiss, UK), Northern
Europe (Regent, Dr Philippe Rusca, Swit
zerland), Southern Europe (Dr Gerhard
Seeberger, Italy) and Eastern Europe (Dr
Vladimir Sadovski, Russia). Whereas Drs
Rusca and Seeberger had “inherited” a
number of fellows from the previous Euro-
pean Section and thus commenced with
solid membership bases, it has been a
slower process for the other two Regents
to establish their respective Sections. Nev-
ertheless, Dr Sadovski has already
mounted three successful education pro-
grammes (in the cities of Ekaterinburg,
Saratov and Voronezh) whilst Dr Swiss is
busy with some colleagues in developing
the formal processes for conducting the
affairs of the UK Section.

To summarize the global status of the
Academy, suffice to say that it is not only
represented by Fellows resident in a vast
number of countries worldwide, but it now
contains 119 Sections, with the Regents
being drawn from 13 different countries. A
Region may comprise up to 10 or more
countries (for example Asian/ Pacific,
South American and European Regions)
whereas the USA has 6 Regions of its own.
Although this structure may seem to be
complex, the system worksl

This covers some of the “nuts and bolts”
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of the workings of the Academy over
the past year, we have also been hit
with the global financial crises
which coincided with my assumption
of the Presidency. Although | was
excited by what lay before me, it
provided for me a very steep learn-
ing curve.

Before closing, | must refer to the
three major national disasters which
have caused tragic loss of life and
property throughout three countries
in the first few months of this year.
These were the bushfires in Victoria
(Australia), the earthquake in Italy
and the fires in California. | would
like to comment on the bushfire
holocaust in Victoria of which | have
some knowledge

At the time when the fires were at
their height it was heartening fro me
to receive personally, enquiries and
sympathetic comments from a num-
ber of members of the ADI “family”
world-wide. Of course for the survi-
vors , there comes a reckoning.
Whether this means coming to terms
with the loss of loved ones or
friends, possessions, property, jobs,
hope, the common theme prevails
following all disasters and our sym-
pathies lie with all who have suf-
fered.

| apologise for leaving you on such a
sad note, however | felt that the
above words should be written as
they are heartfelt and in may re-
spects reflect the humanitarian
ethos of the Fellows within the Acad-
emy. Despite my apparent air of
gloom, | would not like to think that
your impression of me is as being a
‘dlass half-empty “person. On the
contrary, | am a perpetual optimist
and thus a “glass half-full” person. |
hope that | can meet with many of
you over the remainder of my term of
Office, where we may together look
forward to happier times.
